During the month of December, we celebrate the feast of St. Juan 
Diego and the Feast of Our Lady of Guadalupe. On December 9, 1531, the Blessed Virgin Mary appeared to Juan Diego 
and revealed to him that she was indeed the Mother of God, telling him of her desire to have a church built, where she 
might bestow all her love, mercy, help and protection. Part of the culture of the time in Mexico was sacrificing the blood 
of the innocents, and the Our Lady of Guadalupe image given to Juan Diego was Mary, as a pregnant mother. Our Lady 
of Guadalupe is the Patroness of the Unborn. “She holds within her the unborn Christ, proclaiming the sanctity and 
blessedness of life within the womb. Her reverence and tenderness communicate to us the joy and awe with which we 
must approach each embryonic life.”
